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DATA AND METHODOLOGY

This analysis was conducted by MGA using
an input-output model, built by IMPLAN, of
the District of Columbia. IMPLAN models are
widely used across government, academia,
nonprofit, and corporate settings. Drawing
on publicly available historical economic
data, the models project economic indicators
(e.g., production and employment levels)

by industry. Data from the Health Resources
and Services Administration on actual
Community Health Center expenses in 2021
serve as inputs to the IMPLAN models.
