Community in PrEP and HIV Prevention

Sharing information about PrEP in Health Centers through your organization’s social media
is a great way to raise awareness and let patients know you understand their needs.
NACHC has developed an informative social media video that can be customized with your
health center logo and shared broadly. Here are step-by-step instructions:

Download the Video

The video is available on YouTube. Download it here to your device or computer. You may use a video
downloader tool or app for this.

Add Logos
1. To add logos, you'll need video editing software.

+ Desktop video editors: Use professional software like Adobe Premiere Pro or Final Cut Pro, or free
options like HitFilm Express.

+ Mobile video editors: You can use apps like iMovie (iOS) or PowerDirector (Android).
2. Open your video editing software and import the video.

3. Import your logo images and position them where you want in the video. Make sure they are
appropriately sized and not too intrusive.

4. Adjust the logo opacity to make it transparent, so it blends with the video content. This step may vary
depending on the software you use.

5. Export the video with the added logos. Save it to your device.
