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Why Should I Get a Flu Shot?
• Flu vaccination can keep you from getting sick with flu.

• Flu vaccination can reduce the risk of flu-associated hospitalization for children, 
working age adults, and older adults.

• Flu vaccination is an important preventive tool for people with chronic health 
conditions.

• Flu vaccination helps protect women during and after pregnancy.

• Flu vaccine can be life-saving in children.

• Flu vaccination has been shown in several studies to reduce severity of illness in 
people who get vaccinated but still get sick.

• Getting vaccinated yourself may also protect people around you, including those 
who are more vulnerable to serious flu illness, like babies and young children, older 
people, and people with certain chronic health conditions.

• In the context of the COVID-19 pandemic, it’s even more important to do everything 
possible to reduce illnesses and preserve scarce health care resources.

Can I Get the Flu from the Flu Shot?

While a flu vaccine cannot give you flu illness, there are different 
side effects that may be associated with getting a flu shot or a nasal 
spray flu vaccine. These side effects are mild and short-lasting, 
especially when compared to symptoms of bad case of flu.

• A flu shot: The viruses in a flu shot are killed (inactivated), so you 
cannot get flu from a flu shot. Some minor side effects that may occur 
are:
• Soreness, redness, and/or swelling where the shot was given

• Headache (low grade)

• Fever

• Muscle aches

• Nausea

• Fatigue
